REGISTRATION OF RUSSIAN BUSINESS VISAS & TOURIST VISAS

WHILST IN RUSSIA
Whilst in Russia, it is a requirement of the immigration authorities that you register your presence in the country with the local OVIR office. The current rules are as follows:

Anyone who is in Russia for less than 3 days, or any part thereof, does not need to register.

For any stay more than 3 days in duration, then you must register at the OVIR.

In the event that you attempt to leave the country without the proper registration, you run the risk of a fine and having a stamp placed in your passports which may mean you experience difficulties the next time you apply for a Russian visa.

In the near future, there will be new income tax regulations which may effect the exit regulations. Where you have been in Russia in excess of a certain number of days (yet to be specified) in the previous 12 months, it is likely that you will be required to present a tax department certificate prior to leaving Russia.

We advise that, if you are staying in Russia for more than 3 days, you register at the OVIR, this does not have to be done in person. When you register your visa, the OVIR enter your visa details into their computer system. They then either stamp your passport or issue a confirmation slip that your details have been registered, this slip will be stamped by the OVIR and should be attached to your passport UNTIL departure. This is similar to many countries in the world where a slip is temporary stapled into your passport and removed when you leave.

Firstly, check with your hotel to see if they can register your visa. It is our understanding that not all hotels in Russia are authorised to register visas with the OVIR.

The OVIR office in Moscow does not allow individuals to register their visas direct to the OVIR office. You have to go through either the hotel where you are staying or Alpha Omega in Moscow.

So you will need assistance with your registration in Moscow, our fee for registering your visa is USD $90 including the OVIR fee per person.

If you are not staying at a hotel, you should apply to our Moscow office for registration in 3 business days upon your arrival to Russia, and we will register your visa through OVIR.

In addition to the actual passport and visa necessary for visa registration, it is necessary to provide:


Registration Application Form completed and signed by the foreign citizen (our Moscow office



will help you fill this form out).


Migration card (with an entry stamp).


Permission from landowner for a foreign citizen to stay and get registered in his/her apartment.



Permission should be signed by all other family members of the full legal age, who 



reside and are registered in the apartment.  Permission should be authorised by the



passport office of local DEZ or REU.  If you own your own property then you will need to 



provide documentation to support this.

We will need the original documents (including your passport and visa) and we will provide you with an official document stating that your passport is being registered at the OVIR.  Registration will take minimum 2 working days for tourist visas and minimum 5 working days for business visas.

If you miss the three business day deadline there will be a fine from the UVIR and even if we receive your documents on the third day we won’t be able to get them to the OVIR until the next day which means they will be late.

 

I suggest that you submit your documents to Alpha Omega in Moscow as quickly as possible after your arrival to avoid the fine.

Multiple entry business visas for 1 year are registered for 6 months only.  Foreign citizens with 1-year business visas will have to leave Russia before the end of the first 6 months validity of the visa.  Registration is to be renewed after foreign citizens re-enter Russia.

Charge for the visa registration is USD90.00.

Failure to register the visa within 3 days of arrival in Russia will be fined by the Russian officials up to USD1700.00.
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
